The Feria Artesanal (Artisans' Market, also called the Mercado Indio, or Indian Market, toit to be
confused with the Mercado Indio in Miraflores) has a wide variety of handicrafts of varying quality, but
at lower prices than most touristiented shops in Lima Centro or
Miraflores (quality might also be a bit lower than at those shops).
Haggling is a good idea. The market is located at Av. de la Maring
(blocks 610) in Pueblo Libre; it's open daily from noon to 8pm.

Miraflores houses the lion's share of Lima's vetticked shops,
which overflow with handicrafts from anod Peru, including
weavings, ceramics, and silver.
